East Harbour Regional Park - 4.30pm start for walkers, 5.30pm start for cydlists

“Push Play” is the Hillary Commission campaign to get people to exercise for 30 minutes a day. Join with us, Sport Wellington
Region, Historic Places Trust and Hutt City Council to learn about our rich maritime history and enjoy dramatic views on the
eastern coustline of Wellington Harbour.
