Background profiles and information regarding iwi and mana whenua treaty partners in the 
region, any Mana Whakahono agreements, Iwi Environmental Management plans, cultural 
value assessments and/or relevant cultural impact assessments including all Treaty 
Settlement Statutory partnership agreements with the Regional Council. 
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Alloca�on of provisions between P1S1 and FPP processes  

5. Various submiters have raised issues or comments about the alloca�on of provisions 
between the two processes.  We will hear submissions on this point in the early part of the 
hearing when all members of both panels will be present and we will make any further 
necessary direc�ons.
