Q: Please explain: Why are the factors different.for reach Territorial Authority (TA) when you say the General rate is applied to all ratepayers
based on their capital value?

A: Greater Wellington uses net equalised capital value as a percentage to allocate general rates across all TA’s. Each year, we receive an
equalisation certificate from Quotable Value, which shows the value of all districts as of the last re-valuation date. This information is
used to distribute the rates allocated by capital value equally across the districts, ensuring that general rates are allocated fairly and
consistently based on the principle of capital value.

The factors are calculated based oneach TA's total capital value and the allocated amount of the general rate. Therefore, they differ from
one TA to another.
